DON’T OVERLOOK THE SIN WITHIN
Text: 


John 8:3-11
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Memory Verse—“…He straightened up, and said to them, ‘He who is without sin among you, let him be the first to throw a stone at her.’”  John 8:7 (NASB)



           Chained in the Slave Market of Sin
1. Because of the first Adam’s sin we come into the world spiritually dead, prisoners of sin (Romans 5:12).

2. There are three categories of humanity that sin: a) the immoral (Rom. 1:18-32); b)
the moral (Rom. 2:1-16; Isa. 64:6); c) the religious (Rom. 2:17-29; 4:4).
3. All have sinned and come short of God’s standard of absolute righteousness 

(Rom. 3:23).

4. All are born in the slave market of sin (John 8:34-35; Gal. 3:21).

5. Only a free man can free a slave and only Jesus was born free from sin (without a 
sin nature) and did not commit personal sin (2 Cor. 5:21). Why? Because of His 

virgin birth the sin nature was not passed down by the father (Matt. 1:20).

6. The Lord Jesus Christ bought us (paid the price) from the slave market of sin.

a) 1 Peter 1:18-19, “Redeemed with the precious blood of Christ.”

b) 1 Corinthians 6:20, “…we are bought with a price…”
7. This freedom (from the slave market of sin and from debt) is dependent upon

the exercise of an individual’s positive volition toward the gospel of Christ 

(John 3:16, 18, 36; 14:6; Acts 4:12; 16:31).  “Grace awaits the sinner’s embrace.”
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
