Doctrine of the Faithfulness of God

1. There is only one person who is totally faithful to you and is related to you, and that is

    God. He can only be faithful to you because of His perfect character (2 Timothy 2:13).
2. God is faithful to forgive us when we confess our sins to Him based on the fact that 
    Jesus Christ took our place on the cross and died for our sins (1 John 1:9; 2 Cor. 5:21).

3. God’s faithfulness is manifest through His perfect plan (1 Cor. 1:9). Knowing every 

    sin, human good deed, and evil thing we would ever do He still called us for service.

4. God’s faithfulness is manifest in His grace provisions and blessings (1 Thess. 5:24). 

    He will provide everything you will ever need in time and in eternity (Phil. 4:9).
5. God is faithful to you in time of testing (1 Cor. 10:13; 2 Cor. 4:17; Rom. 8:18). We are
    tested regarding our love for His Word versus social life, loved ones, our failures, dis-

    tractions, and our families. Choices are based on priorities, goals, and values.

6. God is faithful to His Royal Family (Hebrews 10:23). The more Bible doctrine you
    have in your soul, the more you see God’s perfect character. Your faith has vision.

7. Your faithfulness becomes a reality as you begikn to advance spiritually and mature in

    your Christian walk (Hebrews 11:11; 13:5). Faithfulness stabilizes you in your time.
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
