                 The Doctrine of Divine Good

1. The production of divine good, which includes the fruit of the Spirit, is impossible by 

    the human race. This why man needs to have a relationship with God through Jesus 
    Christ and utilize His grace provisions to accomplish His will (John 14:6; Rom. 12:21).

2. The daily intake and application of Bible doctrine is the means for production of divine

    good and maintaining a grace perspective as you live in the devil’s world (Col. 1:9-10).

3. The believer in phase two of God’s plan (in time on earth) is the recipient of grace and 

    designed to produce divine good (Eph. 2:10). The issue is accepting your assignment.
4. Stability of soul is a result of producing divine good. 2 Thessalonians 2:17 states,

    “Comfort and strengthen your hearts in every good work and word.”

5. Therefore the function of the “grace principle” in the production of divine good is the 

    very core of Christian conduct (2 Corinthians 9:8; 1 Corinthians 15:10).
6. Divine good is the basis of reward at the Judgment Seat of Christ (2 Corinthians 5:10).

7. Goodness is the selfless desire to be open hearted and generous to others above what 

    they deserve. “The best way to escape evil is to pursue good (Titus 2:6-8).”
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LESSON 7: A GOOD HEART PRODUCES GOD’S GOODNESS

Introduction:
The last fruit of the Spirit we studied, kindness, primarily denoted a motive. The fruit of the Spirit we’re studying today, GOODNESS speaks more so of action which comes from a kind motive.  You see, we often do a “good deed” that is not really good at all.  We may do it with hidden motives or expect a return of some kind.  However the goodness spoken of here is taking action with the highest and purest of motives and with the greatest good of others in mind.  Now, the highest good is always spiritual in nature.  This kind of goodness is related to eternity because the life of Christ is the greatest good.
Jesus is the “Good Shepherd” (John 10:11).  As such, He lays down His life for His sheep.  Out of the goodness of His nature (heart focused on the will of God) comes the goodness of His work.  He sacrificed Himself on the cross out of the motivation of love and for our eternal good.  He has even left us the command in Matthew 5:44(KJV), “…do good to those that hate you.” One of my favorite quotes by M.L.K. Jr. regarding endurance is the following: “The first step toward eliminating moral weakness is to concentrate on the higher virtue of calmness.  You expel a lower vice by concentrating on a higher virtue.”  There is no higher virtue than the Word of God. > H/O
