The Doctrine of Joy

1. The word for joy comes from the Greek noun CHARA, which is connected to hope,

    which is confident expectation. A person with joy knows that God will keep His Word.

2. Joy is actually a system of thinking Bible doctrine and is accompanied by enthusiasm 

    for that doctrine related to the person and promises of God. It is not simply emoting.

3. Joy is both sharing the happiness of God and the invigorating and animated response 
    related to the pleasure of possessing an eternal and temporal relationship with Him.
    Sharing the happiness of God is joy brought to completion (Phil. 2:1-2).

4. Joy is the application of virtue and values to complete occupation with Christ and 

    rapport with God. Joy is thinking, considering, and regarding who Christ is (Js. 1:2).
5. There is a difference between joy and pleasure. Both joy and love are thinking func-

    tions of the soul in the spiritual life in contrast to pleasure which is emotion.

6. There is nothing wrong with most pleasures if they are related to your spiritual life,

    but wrong pleasures can lead to the destruction of your spiritual life (2 Tim. 3:4).
7. Joy and love are associated with God’s virtue of righteousness in your soul and in His

    Word. God rules the life of the believer through the power of His Spirit (Rom. 4:17).
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
