Six Deeds That Depict Kind Servants
1. Kind servants make themselves available to serve. Kind or considerate servants 

    don’t fill up their time with other pursuits that could limit their availability to help 

    others. They want to be ready to jump into service when called upon (2 Timothy 2:4).

2. Kind servants pay attention to the needs of others. When they see a need, they seize

    the moment to meet it, just as the Bible commands us in Galatians 6:10. 
3. Kind servants do their best with what they have. They don’t make excuses, pro- 

    crastinate, or wait for better circumstances. They just do what needs to be done. Ser- 
    vice for the least to the great finds its value in motivation (1 Cor. 15:58; Matt. 10:42).

4. Kind servants do every task with equal dedication. The size of the task is irrelevant.
    You will never arrive at the state in your life where you’re too important to help with 

     menial task. We are not exempt from the mundane (Gal. 6:3; Jn. 13:15; Acts 13:28:3).

5. Kind servants are faithful in their ministry. When they decide to help they don’t 

    leave the job half undone, and they don’t quit because they get discouraged. Faithful-
    ness is a rare quality and why servants depend on the power of the Spirit (Matt. 25:23).

6. Kind servants maintain a low profile. They don’t promote or call attention to them-

    selves. Kind servants know the difference between prominence and significance. Your

    ministry matters in the kingdom and God has put you where you are for a purpose. We

    simply need to be ready to make the most of the opportunity (1 Peter 5:5-6; Gal. 1:10).
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
