   The Peace Received From Faith-Resting

1.  Faith-rest is when the believer finds or receives peace in his soul as a result of utiliz-

     ing Bible promises, principles, doctrines, everything he has learned about the Bible to

     trust in the faithfulness of Jesus Christ. It is the mixture of the Word and your faith.

2.  Faith in the Word that brought peace to the soul was the basic system of spirituality in

     the Old Testament among believers (Judges 6:23-24; Habakku 2:4; Romans 4:17-21). 

3.  Faith-rest produces in the believer a relaxed mental attitude, peace, and freedom from

     mental attitude sins. Isaiah 26:3 literally says, “A sustained purpose You will guard in 

     perfect prosperity because he trust in you [The believer who is advancing, has Bible
     doctrine resident in his soul to sustain the purpose and will of God]. Peace inside! (
4.  Faith-rest is absolutely necessary for an effective prayer life (Matt. 21:22; Phil. 4:6).

5.  Everyone will face in there lifetime fear, fear of adversity, of danger, of death. There 

     are many types of fear, but peace from faith-resting in God’s word overcomes them

     all (Ps. 56:3). Peace produced by faith-resting conquers worry as well (1 Peter 5:7).
6.  Others benefit from the peace you portray while resting in the promises of God. They

     are amazed when the climate in your soul does not change as the storm rages near by.
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
