LESSON 2:    GOD’S DIVINE PROVISION FOR NATIONAL PROSPERITY

Text: 

    2 Corinthians 3:17-18; John 8:31-36
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Memory Verse—“Blessed is the nation whose God is the Lord; the people whom He has chosen for His own inheritance.”  Psalm 33:12 (NASB)

    Two Kinds of Freedom: Establishment (Human) and Spiritual

1.  Establishment freedom is the heritage of physical birth. When God imputes human life to the soul 
     at birth and Adam’s original sin to the sin nature (Rom. 5:12), He provides freedom at the same  

     time. All people are born free in the sense that all are born with volition. 

2.  Volition is the only thing that mankind has in common with the angels and that is equivalent to free-

     dom or freewill. Establishment or human freedom is the only true environment for the function of 

     man’s volition. God delegated authority within this environment to command, to train, to prepare

     people for life, to employ, to teach, to act as an agent to build marriages, families, governments, etc.

3.  Freedom cannot exist without authority. Authority without freedom is tyranny; freedom without 

     authority is anarchy. Both tyranny and anarchy destroy freedom.  Temporal (Human/Establishment)

     freedom is designed for the entire human race under the laws of divine establishment. These laws are

     based on the function of human volition, privacy, and the sacredness of property and life.

4.  The Divine Institutions & matching Authorities are the following: 1) The Individual (Gen. 1:26)/ 
     Volition (Gen. 2:16-17); 2) Marriage (Gen. 2:22-24)/Husband (Eph. 5:23); Family (Gen. 4:1)/ 
     Parents (Eph. 6:1-3); The National Entity (Gen. 10:5)/Government (Rom. 13:4; Matt. 24:6).

5.  Spiritual freedom is the environment for all believers to execute the unique spiritual life of the plan
     of God. The Christian must never use his spiritual freedom to endanger or hurt the divine blessings
     which accompany such freedom (2 Cor. 3:17-18; Eph. 4:17-27).

6.  Just as human freedom cannot exist or be effective without human responsibility so it is true with 

     spiritual freedom. We must be responsible. We cannot have spiritual freedom without first making a
     decision to believe in Jesus Christ as our personal Savior (John 3:16, 18, 36). 

7.  Thereafter we must make thousands of daily decisions to according to His will and His plan (Prov. 8:

     32-35), under the filling of the Holy Spirit and metabolizing Bible doctrine. Spiritual freedom is de-

     troyed by the arrogance of self-justification, self-deception, and self-absorption (1 John 1:6, 8, 10).
