   Elements of Genuine Witness

Genuine Identity. Genuine love for God without feeling that you have to apologize or

renounce your God-given design, uniqueness or personality makeup. Psalm 139:14

Genuine Emotional Life. Avoid confusion about how to express your emotions. Many

believers struggle because they feel a need to sanitize or “Christianize” their feelings

 rather than deal with them honestly. Remember what Jesus did when His friend Lazarus
died? He wept, right out in public. Arresting your fear with God’s promises is a process.

Genuine Confession. When given the opportunity in witnessing, especially one on one,

you should be forthright about your failures in life. The unbeliever benefits and is relieved when he comes to know that Christians are not perfect, just forgiven. Prov. 28:13

Genuine Living. Live with genuine conviction in that you are confident and happy about 

what God has done, is doing, and will do in your life. Live like you mean it, on purpose and not by accident. Intentional living means that you have a personal sense of God’s destiny for your life and you become an instrument of praise. You are faith that’s on fire!
