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SIX MENTAL ATTITUDE SINS THAT HINDER HAPPINESS AND HARVEST

1.  The Enemy of Pride and Arrogance (Proverbs 27:1)

     * “As the chest swells, the brain and heart shrink.”

     “Pride goes before destruction and a haughty spirit before stumbling.” (Prov. 13:11) 

2.  The Enemy of Anger (Proverbs 27:3)

     * “An angry man is seldom reasonable; a reasonable man is seldom angry.”

     “A hot-tempered man stirs up strife, but the slow to anger calms a dispute.” 

     (Prov. 15:18)

3.  The Enemy of Envy and Jealousy (Proverbs 27:5)

     * “Jealousy is to the soul what sickness is to the body.”

     “For where jealousy and selfish ambition exist, there is disorder and every evil thing.”

     (James 3:16)

4.  The Enemy of False or Pseudo-Love (Proverbs 27:5)

     * You can give without loving, but you can’t love without giving.”

     “…you have forgotten Me and trusted in falsehood.” (Jeremiah 13:25) 

5.  The Enemy of Indifference and Apathy Toward Bible Doctrine (Proverbs 27:7)

     * “An idle Christian is the raw material of which backsliders are made.”

     “Laziness casts into a deep sleep, and an idle man will suffer hunger. (Prov. 19:15)

6.  The Enemy of Choosing False Values Over Sound Doctrine (Proverbs 27:8)

     * “The collapse of character begins with compromise.” “A flaw in one’s character will

          show up under pressure.” “Better is a poor man who walks in integrity than one 

          who is perverse in speech and is a fool.”
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
